Assignment 1. What’s the real problem?

In January, I worked with a core group of two engaged tribal community members and two Executive Committee members from the reservation of the Pala Band of Mission Indians in Northern San Diego County, California. There are approximately 1500 residents on the 12,333 acre reservation. They organized a climate change conversation with 16 residents—a healthy range of tribal community members from different backgrounds. Each of the 20 participants was able to voice climate concerns and challenges for the Pala Reservation and then vote on them with 10 beans each. These community members were representative of families and business owners that the Reservation hopes to work with on developing an Indigenous Climate Action Plan. The four biggest challenges they described were diminishing agricultural and community water, and an increasing number of heat waves, wildfires, storms, and flooding—and were expressed as the following problems.
